7. FOLLOW DIRECTIONS – When you come into class follow the Do Now on the board and get right on task, this will allow us to go deeper into topics and maximize the time we have together.
8. IF YOU NEED ANYTHING ASK – I know how hard being a student can be and that there is so much outside impact on your daily lives.  If you need extra help, someone to talk to, a letter of recommendation, school or college info, or anything else please just ask, we can discuss the issue and I can point you in the direction of an administrator, guidance counselor, or other assistance if need be.
